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After years of legal campaigning against the
Newbury Bypass, the real struggle kicked off on
Tuesday 3 of January. Tripods placed over night,
blocked Reliance Security’s access from their
encampment: without them contractors Mott
McDonalds and Blackwell couldn’t ‘work’. We took
the initiative, went to meet them and won the day.
Week 1 was similarly successful (for us!). Though
trees and undergrowth were lost. our actions
lessened damage. Friday 5" escalated as the pigs
waded in with 35 CJA arrests allowing ‘clearence’.
As week 2 got heavier. our tactics were effective.
Monday'’s increased security and mobile chainsaw
crews saw simultaneous hits on different areas on
the proposed 9 mile route. People reacted and
stopped the felling nearest them. Our high numbers
gave us control of the ground

More Reliance Security thugs were hired. combining
with cop co-operation. road blocks harassment
and mass CJA arrests. Activists stuck it out
through freezing conditions. Tactics have changed
with the situation. Less numbers on the ground
makes tree occupation vital to prevent felling. Laws
are used by us: occupied land is legally squatted
under section 12: forcing the enemy to apply for
possession orders before trying to trash them. Tree
defences go up around the clock (thanks to head
torches) - the smallest coppice becomes a full on
eviction as new sites mushroom.

The DoT despite having possession orders on six
sites, have bottled from evictions, though rumours
of scab climbers from Stanworth and Brynhenllys
fly. But evictions are imminent. Meanwhile felling
goes on close to and on sites, cutting onto occupied
walkways and unoccupied tree houses. Ground
benders, with peoples possessions, have been
trashed. The state’s violence level has increased
with their desperation.

As well as the defensive action and fortification,
every morning, we take the fight to them. Actions
and blockades disrupt their work, companies are
hit to make them regret taking us on.

The last four years almost seem a rehearsal. People
and skills acquired since Twyford are now coming
through. As our resistance has captured the
national imagination, the state is taking on the
Environmental Direct Action Movement to try and
break us. This is obvious by Fuzz behaviour - CJA
arrests have passed 300, the 300°'th was ‘while
operating as the rear end of a Pantomime Cow’,
outrageous bail conditions are enforced and safety

regulations flaunted. This battle is against more
than roads' were taking on the CJA. the scum that
drafted it and those that enforce it. This will not
end the war but is an important moment within it.
There is a Rallv & Route Walk on Sunday 11" Feb.
The next day is a Mass Direct Action on the site.
If you can’t get to Newbury, please take action
where you live: organise solidarity actions, fly post,
provide transport. raise money, scavenge for stuff.

January 29" saw an illegal 48hr's eviction notice
served, but this was a false alarm. Tip Off's and

Ashton Court Estate - the site of Ashton Court Free
Festival - is a large park with woodland on the
outskirts of Bristol. Durnford Quarry is located in
the corner of the park. In early 95 Pioneer
Aggregates put in an application to extend the
quarry by 34 acres into the park. This would destroy
grassland, wildlife and woodland.

The park was given over to the people of Bristol as
a public open space. Pioneer have withdrawn their
application for 34 acres after massive public
opposition. They have now put in an application to
extend the quarry by 21 acres. This means they
will be running on a lower profit margin and be more
vulnerable to protest. Avon County Council will
decide whether to give permission this month.
Avon Gorge EF! have two actions against the
proposed extension. On Feb. 3" there will be a
procession through Bristol city centre, and on
Monday Feb. 19" there will be a massive direct
action to shut the quarry. Meet midday at the Clifton
Gate entrance to Ashton Court Estate, on the
Rownham Hill Road, after the Clifton Suspension
Bridge.

Romona AFRricaA In BRiTAIN

Romona Africa, the only adult survivor of the 1985
FBI Bombing of the MOVE commune in
Philadelphia is coming to Britain in February.
MOVE were a radical ecology group set up by
Black Phildelphians in 1971. They were persecuted
by the authorities after protesting against police
racism, animal abuse and environmental
destruction. Events culminated when, in a joint FBI
and police, operation a bomb was dropped on their
home. Police fired 10,000 rounds of ammunition
as people tried to leave the burning building.
Romona was seriously burnt in the massacre. For
surviving she was arrested for assault and
sentenced to 7 years in prison for ‘riot’.

Earth First! Gatherings in the UK occur on.an infrequent basis to allow skills and knowledge about direct action in defence of the earth to be shared and
ideas and tactics debated. They also allow us to hang out together, hopefully firing up new comers and recharging burnt out old timers. Normally they
attract around 80 people from across the country and are organised by only a few. However, the number of people involved in direct action is rapidly
growing, and with it, so is the need for gatherings providing times to learn and celebrate resistance. Therefore we are proposing that a larger gathering
should occur this summer for one week, with as many people as possible putting it together and suggesting what should happen. Earth First! has no
central office (this is being typed up in my bed-sit) or paid executives to getthings together (and it's personally cost me loadsl). Things get done, generally
a lot quicker and better, by individuals coming together, pooling resources andmkmg them happen, So we need your ideas and help. Below are some of

the areas that we think need to be sorted - but please don't thmk ﬁmt this is all. There is no nght’ way fo organise a gathering. The main thing needed is

people's ideas, enthusiasm and commitment.

The Site

We need a site at least the size of a football pitch, with a ﬁ’lendly"land

(eg. not a bog). The location of the site needs to be in a bea
country, fairly near to a rail or bus station. We would make arr
with any land owner to make sure the land was in the same
after we used it and could offer to do work or raise money in
We'll need at least 1 large and 4 medium size marques in which hold
events, put displays and for some people to sleep in. We'll also need a
caravan or large tent as a reception/central information point. Composting
toilets and showers or sweat lodges will need to be built by people with
those skills. People will need to make sure the site runs smoothly with fire
pits dug and fire wood collected from skips, builders yards etc. Rubbish
and recycling will need to be sorted out along with provision for fire and
first aid. Maybe a large graffiti & poetry board and art, sculpture, balncades
could also be set up.

Cheap vegan food will be needed over the gathering. This will probably
require two mobile catering teams as we expect at least 300 people. There'll
be plenty of people to help wash and chop up veg!

A creche will need to be set up for people bringing kids. Toys, games and
art materials will be needed.

Arising from the near total failure of the Police to
control the Oct. ‘94 Hyde Park demo, the Police
have set up the ‘Forward Intelligence Unit'. The 12
strong team can now be seen on every sizable
action around the country. They aim to build a
‘rapport with (key) activists so that people likely to
provoke disorder can be identified early in an event'.
The aim of this is to split the direct action movement
from within. They are relying on people talking to
them or simply grassing other activists up.

They have already approached EF!er’s in London
asking for names of ‘potential troublemakers’. At
the Whatley demo they were offering sizable
amounts of cash to photographers for their films.
Don't get paranoid but get sensible - don't talk to
cops, don't take pictures without asking first and
if you're arrested on any action say ‘no comment'!!

CoaLition AGAINST RunwAay
2, At MANCHESTER AIRPORT

The first meeting of Manchester’s Anti-Runway 2
group, an alliance against the construction of the
airport's second runway, was held in November.
If construction on the runway goes ahead, 700
acres of open countryside and woodland will
be trashed. The proposed second runway would
create 30 million extra car journeys per year,
requiring the construction of another 120 miles of
motorway.

On the 10" of January, three more Hunt Sabs were
acquitted of aggravated trespass under the
Criminal Justice Act at Leicester Court. This
legislation has proven totally ineffective at
stopping anti hunt protests.

EArTH First! In THE USA

Headwaters Forest in Northern California is a
primeval redwood wilderness, home to many
endangered species including the marbled
murrelet. On September 15", 2,500 people
attended a rally protesting against logging in the
area. The rally resulted in 264 arrests. After the
rally more than 300 activists set up a camp and
began 5 weeks of intensive actions.

In Willamette National Forest, Oregon, 9,000 acres
of forest are due for logging at Warner Creek. A
camp (Cascadia Free State) and barricades have
been established on the logging road, preventing
logging since September. New recruits to the camp
are needed. 2 activists have gone on hunger strike
outside Oregon'’s federal building in Eugene.

OfF THE WoLF

Friends of the Wolf (FoOW) are campaigning to stop
state sponsored murder of wolves in Canada. The
Yukon Territorial Government has killed 132 woives
since 1993 and the wolf population has fallen from
200 to 38. Each year 40 wolves are killed. Unless
International pressure is put on Canada, there will
be no wolves left in the Yukon. FOW are now out
stoping the cull using direct action. They use snow
mobiles to put themselves between the guns and

the woives.

On January 23, 15 people occupied the Canadian
tourist office in London. They called for the
Canadian Government to stop the slaughter.
